They will be repeating refrains and anticipating the main events in the story.

Our progression focus is to look at songs with familiar funes but have different
words. This song is sung to ‘Heads, Shoulders, Knees, and Toes.'

PSED
In PSED groups this half term, our theme is ‘Managing Feelings.’ We will be learning
about different emotions. We will also be learning about road safety.

This week in Woodlands we will be making clay faces and reading the story Gruffalo's
Child.

Masterclass

Each half term, our school leaver children participate in a Masterclass. This term's
Masterclass is Art Classes. The children will be learning about famous artists and
creating artwork in the style of the artist.

On the 18™ March, we have a clay potter visiting nursery to make clay animals with the
children and let them have a go on the potter's wheel!
